Did you know that in 2023; 2,034 dogs and cats were taken in by our county shelter? This is an unsustainable,
crowded, and unhealthy situation for the animals, and the number of animals surrendered each year keeps
growing. The Humane Society of Granville County (HSGC) along with the Granville County Animal Shelter
(GCAS) work together to play a vital role to mitigate pet overpopulation and abandonment in our county. We
approach the needs of each animal on a case-by-case basis, and work directly with pet owners to overcome
challenges that may otherwise lead them to surrender their pets. This includes spaying and neutering so that
we can reduce the number of unwanted animals that come to the shelter each year.
